The proposals

Lidl’s proposals would deliver a convenient 
and local food shopping offer, and new jobs 
for the area.

The proposals include:

•	 A 1,411 sq m sales area including Lidl’s 
popular bakery, longer style tills with dual 
packing, and customer toilets

•	 114 parking spaces including accessible, 
parent and child and Electric Vehicle 
charging spaces

•	 Cycle parking in a prominent location at 
the front of the store

•	 Significant new landscaping and planting 
across the site, and the retention of 
existing hedgerows along Sandford Road, 
will protect views to and from the store

•	 Direct access from Sandford Road

•	 The store will have a green roof which 
helps protect views into the site

•	 Solar (photovoltaic) panels on the store 
roof, in-keeping with our commitment to 
sustainability.
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
